Criteria(summary)

children in public care

children for whom a particular school is
appropriate on exceptional medical grounds
children with a brother or sister attending
the school at the time of admission (living

at the same address)

children living nearest to the school
measured as the “crow flies”

The application process in London

All London LAs have agreed to work
together to co-ordinate admissions across
London

*Five counties (including Hertfordshire and
Essex) also participate in the PAN London
scheme and share information about
applications and allocations



What can Enfield parents expect?

one local authority application form provided by
Enfield to be used for all maintained schools
(community, foundation, voluntary aided, academy)
regardless of where the school is located

common closing date across England for the
submission of forms — 31st October 2010

6 preferences

equal consideration given to each school asked for



What can Enfield parents
expect?

If you ask for schools outside the Borough, Enfield
will apply to the relevant local authority on your
behalf.

late applications or changes of preference can only
be accepted after closing date in exceptional
circumstances

If your child is eligible for more than one place, the
preference order on the form will be used to decide
which school become the firm offer

single offer of one London school sent on the same
day — 1st March 2010

previous years and also the admissions criteria.

 Distance counts for many schools and will often
be a deciding factor



Things to remember

If you are considering schools outside Enfield
ask for a copy of the relevant information
booklet.

Check if you need to complete a
supplementary information form
Complete all forms in full

Nominating only one school or the same

school six times will not improve your chance
of getting a place.

« Ask for advice and comments from:
- your child’s primary school
- the Admission Service
- other parents with children
attending the Secondary School
